Surgeon General’s Conference on Prevention of Preterm Birth


A direct outcome of the March of Dimes-initiated � HYPERLINK "http://www.marchofdimes.com/aboutus/29975_29987.asp" �PREEMIE Act� (P.L. 109-450) was the convening of the Surgeon General’s Conference on Prevention of Preterm Birth.  Held June 16-17 in Rockville, Maryland, the conference brought together experts from the public and private sectors to address the complex, costly, and heartbreaking problem of preterm birth. 


At the conclusion of the conference, it was clear that in order to reduce the societal, economic, and human costs of this epidemic, prevention of preterm birth must be a national health priority. 


Both days of the sessions were opened by Acting Surgeon General Steven K. Galson, M.D., M.P.H, RADM, USPHS; Dr. Duane Alexander, director of the Eunice Kennedy Shriver National Institute of Child Health and Human Development; and March of Dimes President Dr. Jennifer Howse who spoke of the need for � HYPERLINK "http://www.marchofdimes.com/files/SG_Conference_JLH_6-17-08.doc" �leadership�.
